The Proper Way to Cook Corned Beef 
 

Start with a good quality Corned Beef Round… Not a brisket.  
 
This is so easy even Tim can do it. 
 
Put the corned beef in a large pot and cover with w ater. Put on a burner and 
set to medium until it begins to boil. Then reduce to a simmer. 
 
Let it simmer for 3-4 hours (sometimes more) until it’s tender enough that a 
fork can be stabbed into it very easily. 
 
Remove from pot and place in refrigerator overnight . This isn’t required but 
it will make it easier to slice neatly. 
 
Save the juice you cooked the corned beef in to boi l your carrots, potatoes 
and cabbage for a fantastic corned beef dinner. 
 
Slice, across the grain of the meat and reheat in a  microwave oven. 
 
Serve along with some Irish Soda bread and the carr ots, potatoes and cab-
bage boiled in the juice from cooking the corned be ef.
