Martha’s Beer Biscuits 
 

2 Cups Bisquick 
1/2 Cup Finely Chopped Green Onions 
1/2 Cup Shredded Cheddar Cheese  
2 TBS Shortening 
Beer 
 
Mix together The Bisquick, Onion and Cheese. Cut 
the shortening into the mixture, and add enough 
beer to make the dough stiff. Turn out  onto a Bis-
quick covered board. Knead a few times and cut into  
individual biscuits. 
 
Bake at 450 Deg until browned.
